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In January work began in earnest to expand 

the church  at St. Markõs by-the-Lake. Fausto 

Volpatti and crew have been working hard 

ever since and the church is now taking 

shape with added space that we will be 

able to make use of on Easter Sunday for 

sure. (it will not be finished but it will be 

usable) 

Support columns were erected in the 

church and the existing walls were removed 

to open the church into the new space  

adding 24 feet to the width of the church 

nave. Pretty soon the pews will be replaced 

with pews that were purchased from the 

Alzheimerõs Society who took possession of 

the former St. Anneõs Church in Walkerville 

in September of 2008.  

Norm Becker and Fausto Volpatti are work-

ing hard to have the work completed in 

early May. The hall additions have improved 

our ability to do day to day ministry as well 

as helping with our many great programs 

for youth and Sunday school. If you have 

not been out to church in a while you are in 

for a big surpriseñthere have been lots of 

changes to our space and they have all 

been for the better.  

We hope to release a date soon for a dedi-

cation liturgy with our Bishop Bob Bennett 

in attendance.  It has been exciting to watch 

the progress on a day to day basisñ 

Come out and see it for yourself. 
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These days at 

St. Markõs are 

exciting oneõs 

indeed.  The 

pace of the 

change at the 

church is 

striking.  Those 

of you who 

come each 

Sunday are 

seeing big 

change I am 

sure as the daily 

changes are 

remarkable. 

I begin this Easter letter by thanking all of 

you who have stuck with us through this 

trying time.  Change is not easy. For a 

large part of the fall and part of the 

winter we were running childrenõs 

church school out of the Montessori 

School, we were hosting coffee  hour in 

the church on Sundayõs and meetings of 

all sorts were displaced by the lack of 

space as our hall was transformed.  

Through all of it, our parishioners and 

volunteers have remained committed 

and faithful and for that I am so very 

grateful and the Parish Leadership Team 

is grateful. 

Being around the construction on a daily 

basis is a great reminder of resurrection.  

It seems like yesterday that the walls in 

our church hall were being demolished, 

and today we see the beauty that has 

come from that death and resurrection.  

The church is rapidly undergoing the 

same kind of transformation and it is 

clear that Fausto Volpattiõs commitment 

to doing good work and pride in 

working for a church is showing in the 

building and how great it is looking.  I 

hope everyone gets the opportunity to 

meet Fausto and to thank him for his 

work.  Dr. Norm Becker and  his 

engineering team have been amazing in 

their giftedness and their kindness 

towards us.  Most grateful are we, that 

Norm Becker uses such a committed and 

fine contractor.  

In the midst of all the construction, 

ministry marches on at St.. Markõs by-the-

Lake.  Today we are making ready for 

Holy Week and for the Easter 

Celebrations.  This is an exciting time in 

the churches year as it marks the very 

climax of our Christian story. 

Easter is the promise of hope! It is the 

declaration that death has no dominion 

over us and that light will always triumph 

over darkness.  I think this year, more 

than any other since Catherinanne and I 

arrived in Windsor-Essex that message is 

one which our community desperately 

need to hear. 

It occurred to me the other day that there 

is a whole industry which feasts on ôbad 

news.õ  Whether we look at the 

newspapers, the TV, or internet news 

sites, they all seem to be more active, 

more productive and more severe the 

worse things are in the community 

around us.  òBad newsõ is good business 

for the media.  What is more, it seems 

that the media drive the news.  The more 

doom and gloom we hear, the gloomier 

we feel and the less productive we are.  I 

think we as church have to respond in 

the midst of this so-called crises. 

How do we respond?  We stare into the 

face of this bad news and answer the call 

to tell the ôgood news!õ  We need to let 

people know what Jesus of Nazareth 

long ago proclaimed.  Jesus long ago 

implored the people of God to turn their 

attention to light, to hope, to repentance, 

to forgiveness and to what is of God.   

Do you remember how we began Lent?  

The Gospel on Ash Wednesday was as 

follows; 

Jesus said, ôBeware of practicing your piety 

before others in order to be seen by them; 

for then you have no reward from your 

Father in heaven. 

òSo whenever you give alms, do not sound a 

trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in 

the synagogues and in the streets,  so that 

they may be praised by others.  Truly I tell 

you, they have received their reward.  But 

when you give alms, do not let your left hand 

know what your right  hand is doing, so that 

your alms may be done in secret; and your 

Father who sees in secret will reward you. 

òAnd whenever you pray, do not be like the 

hypocrites; for they  love to stand and pray 

in the synagogues and a the street corners, 

so that they may be seen by others.  Truly I 

tell you, they have received their reward.  

But whenever you pray, go into your room 

and shut the door and pray to your Father 

who is in secret; and your Father who sees 

in secret will reward you. 

òAnd whenever you pray, do not be like the 

hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray in 

the synagogues and at the street corners, 

so that they may be seen by others.  Truly I 

tell you, they have received their reward.  

But whenever you pray, go into your room 

and shut the door and pray to your Father 

who is in secret; and your Father who sees 

in secret will reward you. 

òAnd whenever you fast, do not look dismal, 

like the hypocrites, for they disfigure their 

faces so as to show others that they are 

fasting.  Truly I tell you, they have received 

their reward.  But when you fast, put oil on 

your head and wash your face, so that your 

fasting may be seen not by others but by 

your  Father who is in secret; and your 

Father who sees in secret will reward you. 

òdo not store up for yourselves treasures on 

earth, where moth and rust consume and 

where thieves  break in and steal; but store 

up for yourselves treasures in heaven, 

where neither moth nor rust consumes and 

where thieves do not break in and steal.  For 

where your treasure is, there  your heart will 

be also.ó

Easter provides for us a feast which 

declares triumph over bad news, over 

darkness, over death.  In Easter we 

celebrate the very notion that God would 

care to be present to those who are 

weak, alone, afraid, rejected, alienated, 

laid off, fired, forgotten, bankrupt, beaten 

up, abused and pushed aside.  In Easter 

we are reminded that God empowers 

those who are the weakest to stand in 

the face of that which is oppressive and 

declare-that God has dominion over us. 

Oppressive institutions, poor markets or 

corrupt financial syaytems will not 

dominate our lives. 

I cannot find the words to describe Easter 

appropriately.  It is so profound and so 

wonderful that words escape me.  So I 

turn now to a man who I have quoted 

many times to speak a word of hope and 

healing, Desmond Tutu. 

òNothing could have been deader than 

Jesus on the cross on that first Good 

Friday.  And the hope of his disciples had 

appeared to die with the crucifixion.  

Nothing could have been deeper than 

the despair of his followers when they 

saw their Master hanging on the cross 

like a common criminal.  The darkness 

that covered the earth for three hours 

during that Friday symbolized the 

blackness of their despair. 

And then Easter happened.  Jesus rose 

from the dead.  The incredible, the 

unexpected, happened.  Life triumphed 

over death, light over darkness, love over 

hatred, good over evil.  This is what 

Easter meansñhope prevails over despair.  

Jesus Reigns as Lord of Lords and King of 

Kings.  Oppression and injustice and 

suffering canõt be the end of the human 

story.  Freedom and justice, peace and 

reconciliation are His will for all of us, 

black and white in this land and 

throughout the world.  Easter says to us 

that despite everything to the contrary.  

His will for us will prevail., love will prevail 

over hate, justice over injustice and 

oppression, peace over 

exploitation and bitterness.  

òThe Lord is risen.  Alleluia.ó 

The great Archbishop of the 

church sums it up well.  

Imagine being in Calvary on 

that Good Friday. There 

could not have been more 

death or more despair.  There 

could not have been a 

greater sense of helplessness 

and hopelessness.  There 

could not have been a 

deeper darknessé 

But the unexpected 

happened and Hope does 

prevail over despair and Love 

prevails over hatred. 

Whatever it is that we are 

feeling coming into this 

Easter celebration, I would 

like to invite us to all come to 

the Holy Week celebrations trusting in 

God to be with us as we sojourn this 

tumultuous time.  Let us focus on God.  I 

invite us to turn of MSNBC and CNN and 

CBC etc and open our ears to hear God 

speak stillness and peace to us.  I invite us 

to turn on to the idea that God will care 

for us, caress us and support us in our joy 

and in our sorrow in our weakness and in 

our strength.  

Catherinanne and I wish you the best 

that Easter has to offer.  We are praying 

that you will know Godõs presence in 

your lives and share the light of Christ 

that is in you with all whom you 

encounter.

Dean Terrance ñTerryò A. Dance has 

been elected the 

new suffragan 

(assistant) 

bishop of the 

London, Ont. -

based Anglican 

diocese of 

Huron.  

 

Bishop-elect Dance, who has been 

dean of the diocese and rector of St. 

Paulôs Cathedral in London, Ont., 

was elected on the fourth ballot. He 

received 198 votes from lay delegates 

and 75 from clergy during an election 

that drew 400 delegates March 28 at 

St. Paulôs Cathedral. He was chosen 

out of 10 candidates.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

He succeeds Bishop Robert Bennett, 

who was elected diocesan bishop last 

October. 

ñThis has been a time of 

discernment. And God has today 

shown the direction for me in 

ministry,ò Bishop-elect Dance was 

quoted by The Chatham Daily News 

as saying.  

ñI believe effective leadership in the 

church at all levels must be 

encouraging and enabling. 

Authoritarian leadership, thank God, 

has had its day,ò he has said in a 

written response to a question posed 

to nominees of the election: ñWhat 

does leadership in the church mean 

to you in todayôs environment?ò He 

added: ñMicro-managing, while 

perhaps efficient, denies the God-

given gifts of all of the baptized and 

limits perspective. Leadership which 

grows out of a shared vision and 

which recognizes, encourages and 

enables the gifts of all of the baptized 

promotes a sharing of responsibilities 

and a sense of being connected.ò 

 

Asked what skills he would offer to 

support the diocesan bishopôs 

ministry, Bishop -elect Dance pointed 

to his 32 years as a priest working in 

ñcity, experimental, rural, small town 

and inner city ministriesò and in 

various administrative capacities as 

archdeacon and dean of the diocese.  

 

Ordained a priest in 1977, Bishop-

elect Dance also served as rector of 

five other churches from 1980 to 

2001 ï Trinity Church in Simcoe; St. 

Johnôs, Sandwich; Holy Trinity, 

Chesley; Church of the Ascension 

Paisley; and Christ Church, Tara.  

 

He received a bachelor of arts degree 

at the University of Western Ontario 

in 1973, a master of divinity degree at 

Huron College in 1976, and a doctor 

of divinity degree at Huron 

University College in 2006. He has 

also been a member of General 

Synod, the Anglican Church of 

Canadaôs governing body, since 1991.  

 

He has chaired the diocesan 

executive staff since 2001, and the 

dioceseôs compensation committee 

since 2007. He was also a member of 

the Imagine Huron planning 

committee from 2004 to 2006.  

 

His community involvement outside 

church includes being chaplain 

inspector to the Ontario Provincial 

Policeôs Western region since 1997.
